UKALL14 ARRANGEMENT OVER THE EXTENDED EASTER & MAY BANK HOLIDAY 

UCL – CTC – We will be closed over the Easter and May Bank Holiday weekends – from the 22nd April – 25th April and 29th 
April – 2nd May.  There will be limited cover on 21st & 26th April for processing randomisations, SAEs and urgent enquiries.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING ORDERING!! 
ROCHE (RITUXIMAB) – Roche are planning to move their warehouse for commercial stock from DHL to UDG and during 
this process they ask for your help when ordering...They will be processing their last orders at DHL on Thursday 28th April 
and then the next orders that are picked up will be by UDG from Tuesday 3rd May after the extended Bank Holiday 
weekend. 
Roche ask that they receive all orders by the 21st April. 
 
A NOTE FROM GSK (NELARABINE) – The last order date before Easter for Nelarabine is Thursday 21st April. The offices at 
GSK will be closed on the following dates: Friday 22nd April, Monday 25th April, Friday 29th April and Monday 2nd May.  
 
NOTICE FROM THE ROYAL FREE MRD LAB – No one will be available in the MRD lab to receive samples during the Easter & 
May Bank Holidays – to be precise 22nd-25th April and 29th April to 2nd May. For diagnostic specimens obtained during 
Easter (22nd -25th April) or bank holidays (29th April and 2nd May), these should be stored in EDTA at room temperature 
and sent by first class post on the next working weekday. If possible, follow-up bone marrow assessments samples should 
be scheduled to avoid dates immediately prior to Good Friday (i.e. not after 20th April) and the period between Easter 
Monday and May 2nd Bank Holiday.  
 
MEDAC/UDG (ONCASPAR) – UDG will be closed and not operating on the following dates: Friday 22nd April –Monday 25th 
April inclusive and Friday 29th April – Monday 2nd May inclusive.
